Course Objectives: French 2003 is the third-semester French course at the University of Arkansas. It provides a comprehensive review of the grammar introduced in the first two semesters and offers practice in developing the four basic language skills—listening, speaking, reading, and writing.

Grading Scale: Your grade will be calculated according to the following scale: A 100-90, B 89-80, C 79-70, D 69-60, F 59 and below.

Grade Breakdown: The weighting for the various course components is as follows:

Final Exam: Your final exam will consist of a written and an oral component. The written part will be cumulative but with a significant portion dedicated to chapter 5. The oral part will be conducted by appointment outside of class June 22 or 23; you will sign up for that later in the semester.  

Homework: Individual instructors will assign daily homework from the main text and/or activities manual. I will clarify whether you are to prepare the exercises for oral performance in class (in which case writing out answers is not obligatory) or to be handed in (i.e. written out). You are expected to take the time and make the effort to prepare this homework properly. Please note that the activities manual consists of two parts: written exercises and a lab manual. There are answer keys for both at the back of the book. DO NOT simply copy the answers in the blanks. Not only can your instructor tell that that’s what you’ve done, but you will make no progress whatsoever in preparing yourself for the exam and your grade will surely suffer the consequences. Late homework will not be accepted except when an absence is excused. 
Quizzes: Because we have to go so quickly during the summer, there will be a quiz almost every day (excluding test days, of course). Quizzes will generally cover the material from the class period before; you will always be told what material to study for the quiz. 

Composition: You will have one composition that will be due on June 15. The assignment will be available on the blog from the very beginning, but about a week before the due date the particulars of it will be discussed in class. 
Vocabulary: Students are expected to work with and master the vocabulary lists at the end of each chapter. Please take advantage of the “slower” days on the syllabus (where less material is covered, because of the pacing/organization of the book) to spend extra time on learning these words. Quizzes will very frequently include a vocabulary component.
Attendance: Language learning is cumulative—each lesson builds on preceding ones. Regular attendance and daily preparation are thus extremely important. You are allowed a total of 3 unexcused absences without penalty during the semester. For each subsequent absence, the final grade for the course will be lowered by 1%. As always, if you miss class for whatever reason, you are responsible for finding out what was done that day and for being ready to participate fully in the next class. You must provide documentation for an excused absence. Being in class on time is vital to the success of this class. Three occasions of tardiness or leaving class early count as one unexcused absence.

Participation: This means, of course, your participation in class activities. This grade can be lowered by frequent absence as well as refusal to do what is asked of you in class. If you are present and making an effort to participate and learn, your participation grade will be very high. You will never be penalized for giving a wrong answer when I ask you a question; you may be penalized if you refuse to even try to answer.
Inclement Weather: In the case of inclement weather, I will make every effort to be in class. You should strive to do the same. Excused absences will be granted whenever the university officially closes or when you provide documentation for your absence. (This is generally not a problem in the summer.)
Academic Dishonesty: The University of Arkansas defines academic dishonesty as “any act by which a student gains or attempts to gain an academic advantage over another student by misrepresenting his or her, or another’s work.” Sometimes students unknowingly commit acts of academic dishonesty. Ignorance is not considered by the University’s Office of Judicial Affairs as an adequate defense. Please familiarize yourself with the Academic Honesty Policy which can be found on the UA webpage as well as in the general catalogue. Here are some examples of academic dishonesty that might occur in foreign language classes: copying from another student’s paper during an exam, obtaining help from others to complete any assigned exercises, submitting a composition written partially or completely by another person, etc. Bottom line: do your own work!
